For larger families,
our family rooms comfortably sleep 2 adults and 2
children (under 18), while our Family Suite offers 2
en-suite bedrooms and a central lounge — ideal for
up to 6 guests (4 adults and 2 children under 12).

Here, younger guests aged 2 and up can enjoy a
dedicated children’s programme filled with
engaging activities and delicious age-appropriate
meals. For children under 2, our experienced nannies
and child-minders ensure they are cared for with the
gentleness and attention they deserve.

SAFARI DRIVES

Safari drives at Mark’s Camp are a shared experience, designhed for
families with children aged 2 and up. Families with similarly aged
children are grouped together on drives to ensure a comfortable
pace and shared joy.

For safety reasons, children under the age of 2 are not permitted on
safari drives and will remain at the lodge in the care of a trusted
child-minder or nanny.

CHILDREN'S ACTIVITIES

Between mealtimes and safari drives, children dive into the wild
world of Lalibela through fun, hands-on activities that educate and
entertain — from scavenger hunts and arts & crafts, to rock
painting, bird spotting, and animal track identification.

When weather allows, kids can take guided walks, play a fun game
of soccer, and explore the outdoors in ways that nurture both joy
and curiosity. Parents are welcome to join the fun — or take time to
relax, knowing their children are engaged and in good hands.

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RATES

- Children under 2 stay free of charge.

- Children between the ages of 2 and 12 pay 50% of
the adult rate and 50% of the conservation and
community levies.

- Children 12 and older are charged at the adult rate,
and full conservation and community levies apply.

Rates include accommodation, all meals, and child-
minding during scheduled activities, meals, and
safari drive times.
